*** CENTRAL CHRISTAIN CHURCH DANCERS ARE in both Acts (Frozen) and Act II
They will perform Ballet- Into the Unknown midway through the first Act

They will perform “I saw Mommy Kisisng Santa Clause” the first number after the intermission.

They are free to be checked out during after their tap dance , or they are welcome to join you in the audience for remainder of the show. 
THIS IS A CLOSED REHEARSAL.  
Only ONE parent per dancer is allowed to stay with your one ticket included in package.
No siblings allowed to dress rehearsal

SATURDAY, DECEMBER 20th – 
CHRISTMAS RECITAL 

5:30 PM   All dancers arrive

5:45 pm – Doors open to Auditorium
6:00PM SHOW Begins 
(wear pink uniform and white tights- bring ballet and tap shoes)

Friday night and Saturday night will run the exact same way! 
1. When you arrive at Columbus State University go to University Hall Auditorium.  It is best to enter Columbus State on University Drive.  When you turn into the University, the parking lot will be on your right and University Hall will be right in front of you (across from parking lot).  You will enter through the Bursar’s Office door and check in.  
2. Put your dancer’s things down in the dressing room. Proceed to the auditorium by going back around the building through the lobby doors with your tickets.  PLEASE BRING YOUR ONE TICKET FOR REHEARSAL on Dress Rehearsal night and your  2 RECITAL tickets on the day of the show!  It is always a great idea to take a picture of your tickets so that they are on your phone in case they get lost or left at home. 
*** extra tickets will be on sale at the studio and then at the door***

3. NO PARENTS ARE ALLOWED BACKSTAGE DURING THE SHOW. We will dismiss all the girls at the end of the show. Please pick your child up in their dressing room. MEN AREN’T ALLOWED BACKSTAGE FOR ANY REASON AT ALL!!! If a dad needs to drop off their dancer, we will have volunteers to take your dancer to her dressing room. 
* Our backstage area will be under security during the show and you will not be allowed to come in or out of these doors during performance time! 
* You WILL NOT be able to get your child until the end of the first act. This is for the safety and privacy of our dancers that are changing clothes during this time. 
4. All girls must have a beach towel to sit on and their own hand sanitizer.  Each dancer should bring their dance bag to the rehearsal and the recital with all shoes/extra tights in that bag. EVERYTHING SHOULD HAVE YOUR DANCERS NAME ON IT.

Christmas Recital Costumes

All students please refer to the “Frozen” document for any other additional items needed) to the dress rehearsal as well as the performance.  The week of the performance students will be allowed to wear something else to dance class in order to preserve their leotards and tights for the show.  Please come to Columbus State University with this outfit on! All students will be given a recital t-shirt (to be worn in the finale) the week prior to the show.  Please allow students to wear their t-shirt to the show.  PLEASE MAKE SURE YOUR CHILD’S NAME IS ON THE TAG OF THE RECITAL T-SHIRT!!!
Hair and Make-Up
All female students are requested to wear make-up for the dress rehearsal and show.  They need red lipstick, blush, eye shadow (no bold colors only browns and neutrals), mascara, and base.  For the boys, a little blush works well.

Uniform hairstyles are required.  All female students must wear their hair up and out of their face for the recital.  (ex: bun, low ponytail, ½ way up, etc). Hair must not be worn completely down, however you may do your dancers’ hair however you like, so long that it is out of his/her face.
*** YOU ARE NOT REQUIRED TO WEAR MAKE-UP, however, it is highly suggested due to the spotlights washing the dancers out. 

Pre-Planning
The recital isn’t a one day activity.  Gather all leotard, tights, accessories, shoes and make-up several days in advanced so you’ll know if something is missing.  Make sure you have all tights, accessories, and shoes before going to the recital.  Bring at least one extra pair of tights.  Other handy extras include:


- Baby wipes (to fix makeup mistakes or wash hands)


- Baby Powder (for itchy costumes)


- Safety Pins (for emergency repairs)


- Clear nail polish (to repair minor holes or runs in tights)


- Vaseline (for costume where sequins cause itching)

- Bobby pins (to help with loose hair)

Dressing-room etiquette
Students must respect other students’ space and property.  The students will spend more time in the dressing rooms than onstage, so please do your best to keep them organized and clean.  NO FOOD OR DRINKS ARE ALLOWED IN THE DRESSING ROOMS OR AUDITORIUM.  If you need to eat dinner before the show- then please do so in your car. Only water is allowed.  Please no crayons or markers. 
CHRISTMAS RECITAL  DROP OFF PROCEDURE
1.  Arrive at Columbus State University-University Hall Auditorium about 15 minutes early to ensure that you can get out of your car      and in the building on time.  

2.  Check in with the Backstage Manager and she will let you know what group your child is in and where her dressing room space is.  

3.  Make sure that your child’s things are all in her dance bag and that she can carry her dance bag on her own.  Please make sure your    

    dancer has his/her own hand sanitizer!

4.  Go to your child’s dressing room and hand her things to her backstage mom.  

5.  Please say your goodbye/good lucks and leave.  

CHRISTMAS RECITAL PICK UP PROCEDURE
1. After Frozen Act I  mom will come to the dancer’s dressing room to pick up their dancer and gather their things.  Moms will check their dancer out at the same place they checked them in on the way out. 
2. Please make sure that she has her bag and all of her things.
· Video and Photography
Parents may shoot photography/Video of their children at the recital.   If you choose to videotape from your seat, please do not stand up at your seat as this is a distraction to other audience members.   Please do not walk down the aisles to the front!
Auditorium Rules
No eating, drinking, or smoking is allowed in the auditorium or dressing rooms.  Dancers will remain in the dressing rooms with their backstage moms during the dress rehearsal and the recital when they are not onstage.  

Recital Volunteer Information
Anyone interested in volunteering to help at the recital is welcome.  Please email welovecsds@gmail.com if you are interested.  Recital week is a hectic experience and all volunteers must work in a cooperative manner.  All backstage moms will receive a badge at the dress rehearsal which must be worn at all times.  Please do not bring guests, including children, with you while you are volunteering. This includes during set up and take down. This can be very dangerous!

Recital Ticket Policy

Tickets can be purchased the cost is $25 per ticket if purchased at the door.  There is no limit to the number of family members which may attend your dancer’s recital.
Remember to bring your tickets that were purchased in your recital fee.
